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e Space bumper cars one orange & one blue color.
o Remote controllers one orange & one blue color.
e Figures one orange & one blue.

Remote Control
1. Unscrew the battery cover on the bottom of the remote with a Philips screw driver.
2. Install 2 AAA batteries with polarities as shown inside the battery compartment.

3.Replace the battery cover and screw shut.
4.Choose 1 or 2 position on the remote. (MAKE SURE YOUR CAR IS ON THE SAME NUMBER TO

OPERATE THE CAR.)
Space bumper car

1.Unscrew the battery cover on the bottom of the car with a Philips screw driver.
2.Install 3 AAA batteries with polarities as shown inside the battery compartment.

3.Replace the battery cover and screw shut.
4.Turn switch to the 1 or 2 positions (MAKE SURE THE REMOTE FOR THE CAR IS ON THE SAME

Figure:

1.Push the knob in the space bumper seat down , make sure
you hear the "click" sound.

2. Put the figure to the seat.

How to operate space bumper cars
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1.When the side button is hit, your Figure ejects & you lose.
2.Put the figure back to the seat & play again.
