the factory. Be sure to charge the battery completely before flying it.
e Battery insertion must be done by an adult.
e Do not short-circuit battery contacts.
* Do not mix old and new batteries
* Dispose of used batteries safely and correctly
e Do not attempt to burn batteries!
e Remove batteries if product will not be used for a long period.
